Introduction: Wesley Homes is a faith-based, not-for-profit organization serving older adults. Other organizations provide the same services as Wesley Homes but operate on a for-profit basis. What makes us different? What do we do that justifies our tax-exempt status? 
For Wesley Homes the benefits of not-for-profit status help to differentiate us from our for-profit counterparts. Wesley Homes is rooted in its mission to serve older adults of all income levels. Profits are turned back into the organization to develop new programs and services rather than to provide a dividend to investors. 

Social Accountability describes our obligation to the greater community for the trust they place in us to provide services and community benefits that are worthy of tax exemption status.

Community Benefit describes the desired impact of programs and services provided as nor-for-profit organizations.

As a not-for-profit organization, Wesley Homes has an obligation to demonstrate the charitable nature of the organization and the community benefit we provide. But, in all we do to serve our residents, staff and family members, we do it because it’s the right thing to do. Now, it is up to us to document what we do and tell the story of the positive impact we have in our communities.
